Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME is seeking information from established   provider organizations interested in delivering Facility Based Crisis and Mobile Crisis Management services to individuals with mental health, developmental disabilities and substance abuse disorders within the geographical area of Robeson, Scotland, Bladen and Columbus Counties. 

The objective of this RFI is to solicit information from organizations that may be interested in and capable of performing the work described herein.  This RFI is for information and planning purposes only and should not be interpreted as a contract (implicit, explicit, or implied), nor does it imply any form of an agreement to any potential candidate.  In addition, no inference should be made that we will purchase and/or implement in the future any program or service proposed by the respondents.  Acknowledgment of receipt of responses will not be made, nor will respondents be notified of Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME’s evaluation of the information received.  As a result of the RFI, Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME may issue a Request for Proposals (RFP).

Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME is seeking to identify provider organizations that can demonstrate the capability of providing Facility Based Crisis and Mobile Crisis Management services for adults and children within the four-county area encompassing 250,000 citizens.  These services would be provided as per the respective enhanced benefit service definitions and its required components as defined by the North Carolina Department of Health and Human Services. Approximately 8,600 citizens (both adults and children) are currently enrolled and receiving services through providers contracted and/or endorsed by Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME.  

Currently, there are multiple funding streams for services. Funding comes from Medicaid,   State funds, Local funds, Federal funds, and Patient Fees.

Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME will provide utilization management functions to authorize and pay for the services delivered by the provider on a fee for service basis.  Southeastern Regional MH/DD/SAS LME will monitor the services delivered by the provider and use this data for quality management.

Interested organizations should submit a letter of interest with capability statement of no more than 10 pages that details the organization’s mission, corporate infrastructure, service history and experience and qualifications.  Specifically address the ability to establish and operate a reliable, well-monitored, efficient, and responsive service system to persons with mental health, developmental disabilities and substance abuse needs.
